CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left-sided chest wall pain, weight gain, and followup after laboratory test for erectile dysfunction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed the pain in the left chest wall and stated that it started after he pushed an object and since then the pain level is 6 or 7 and it is worse upon exertion or taking deep breath. The patient never had any fever or chills and there was no cough.
The patient has gained weight in last one month and the patient is advised on low-carb diet. The patient does not have any snoring.

The patient had erectile dysfunction and he had blood test done and it showed low free testosterone and the patient advised to seen by endocrinologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on Jardiance 25 mg one tablet a day and metformin 1000 mg twice a day.
The patient has a history of chronic venous stasis and he is on furosemide 40 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 40 mg once a day before meal along with bland diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he is currently retired. The patient does not smoke any cigarettes, alcohol use, or any substance abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate; however, gait is slow due to back pain.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the fifth and sixth intercostal space on the left side and also there is tenderness of the costochondral joints. There are no skin changes and there are no vesicular lesions.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any tumor or hernia.
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
