To Whom It May Concern:

Mr. Winfield is a patient of mine who is 46 years old and he is being followed by __________ Pain Management Clinic for acute pain of the right shoulder. He had the ongoing pain since February 2023 and began after hyperextending his right shoulder. There is no numbness or tingling and pain is worse at night when trying to sleep. He also has carpal tunnel syndrome and sleeps with splints. He is not able to tolerate physical therapy initially and was not initially able to get ortho. He did injure himself and is known to have right shoulder supraspinatus tear. He is not able to do the job he is assigned at work. The people at the pain clinic recommended being off work until seen by ortho surgeons. I understand that he has an orthopedic surgery appointment on 08/21/23. It is very possible that he needs surgery. He at least needs to be out until after he sees the clinic, but if needs surgery he may need to be out of work until 09/21/23. He has tried physical therapy, but that was too painful. He has tried medications without good relief and he is on narcotics at the present time from the pain clinic.  He also has carpal tunnel syndrome and he sleeps with splints. He had a traumatic tear of the supraspinatus tendon of the right shoulder. 

On examination, he had decreased range of motion of the right shoulder and decreased strength. There was severe pain with any testing making detailed testing difficult. There is reduced strength with external rotation, internal rotation, and elevation to 30 degrees of pain. Sensation was intact.

I am writing this letter in support. He will be off work possibly until 09/21/23 or even longer if he needs surgery for the rotator cuff.
