Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Fields comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of working for the post office as a mail processor. She states that she had to stop in 2022 because of hand weakness and pain. She has worn glasses since she was 16 years old and states that they do not give her the vision that she used to have. She has difficulties reading small print. She states that she was diagnosed with glaucoma approximately two years ago. She has not had surgery. She uses over-the-counter drops for redness.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and 20/25 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.50 –1.50 x 010 on the right and +0.25 –1.00 x 150 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/40 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on each side. The slit lamp examination shows 3+ cortical opacification and 2+ nuclear sclerosis to each lens on each side. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disk ratio of 0.6 on the right and 0.5 on the left. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable. 
Visual field test utilizing a kinetic Goldman-type perimeter with a III4e stimulus and without correction shows 128 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 131 degrees of horizontal field on the left. 

Assessment:
1. Cataracts.

2. Astigmatism.

Ms. Fields has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of cataracts and the need for spectacle correction. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, she can read moderate size objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment.
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Her prognosis is guarded. Her vision will continue to decline until she has cataract surgery. With cataract surgery, she should do quite well and her vision should improve significantly.
