NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

LABS: Labs are drawn today. Labs include CBC, CMP, A1c, lipid profile, PSA, testosterone, T3, T4, and TSH.
