MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. No nausea. No vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x1-2. She is forgetful, memory is impairment, and cognitive impaired.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/72, pulse 72, temperature 97.9, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg cellulitis and significantly improved. Left leg ulcer has improved.

Neuro: She is awake and alert, but forgetful and memory is deficit.

LABS: Reviewed.
