The patient underwent C-spine surgery he tolerated the procedure well and postoperatively he was managed. After stabilization, he was sent to the subacute rehab. While in the rehab, the patient still feeling weak on the right side. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever.
