CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of right knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee pain started three weeks ago when he carried a heavy box weighing up to 45-50 pounds and since then the patient has pain in the right knee and the pain level is 5 or 6 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient did not fell down.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
