CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for left cataract surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was seeing blury for past three to four months and was seen by ophthalmologist and scheduled for cataract surgery. The patient had no dizziness, but lately he is feeling fatigued and weak.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable except blurry vision on the left eye.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
