CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that he has tooth pain, palpitation, and constipation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son stating that he has pain in the tooth and it is painful for past four to five days. The patient was not able to chew. The patient had similar episode last year and his tooth was extracted.
The patient also complained of palpitation and ectopic beats and EKG showed premature ventricular beats and they are very few and the patient did not have any chest pain or shortness of breath. The patient has extensive workup done in the hospital few weeks ago and was seen by cardiologist at that time.

The patient also complained of constipation on and off and he has not seen any blood in the stools. The patient has high-fiber diet.

Last year, the patient used MiraLax 17 g powder mix in water and was helpful.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for coronary artery bypass surgery and hypertension and he is on lisinopril 20 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals tooth decay in the right upper denture and there is a mild tenderness. There is no bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
