CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with upper abdominal pain, followup for chronic atrial fibrillation, and loss of appetite.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had H. pylori blood test and it was positive and the patient was seen by gastroenterologist and started him on medication and the patient stopped it because of side effects.
The patient came today as a followup for atrial fibrillation and recently he was admitted in the hospital and the patient was continued on Xarelto 15 mg one tablet a day by the cardiologist. The patient at this time denied any chest pain or shortness of breath.

The patient has loss of appetite and subsequently lost weight and the patient denied any acid reflux or change in the bowel habits or stool color.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea or vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of chronic atrial fibrillation and he is on Xarelto 15 mg one tablet a day.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Senokot 7.5 mg one tablet a day as needed and high fiber diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Regular first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his son and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
