Thank you for this referral.

This 72-year-old female comes here for evaluation and followup for anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability. The patient also has dementia. She has history of seizure disorder for which she is on Vimpat and topiramate.

She is in wheelchair.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. There is a feeding G-tube.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Today, WBC 9.8, hemoglobin 11, hematocrit 35.8, platelet 214, MCV 105, serum iron 67, ferritin 510, and TSH slightly high at 5.4.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild anemia stable most likely from seizure medication.

2. Mild hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue folic acid supplement. Followup in three months with CBC and TSH.
