She had fever and chills the other day. She was here at our office several days ago. She tested positive for strep. She is currently on antibiotics.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She lives with mother, father, and multiple siblings.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No bowel or bladder changes. No acute pain. No shortness of breath.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She does looked tired.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 87. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 35 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Improved over last visit. There is very mild erythema. 

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy. No masses.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test. Flu test was negative. COVID was positive today. Once again, there was no strep test done. COVID was positive. She had strep throat three to four days ago when she was here.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: COVID positive. She will continue on the antibiotic and steroids given her last office visit. We will give her for two medications today because she does have symptoms of nausea and vomiting and cough.
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We will give her Zofran as well as Bromfed DM. She is to take full course of medication. She is going to monitor her symptoms and either call or return to clinic if not improving.
