PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and GERD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Multiple, right shoulder, left knee, left eye, and left hip.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 100/25 mg.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/71. Pulse 74. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 98%. 

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. 

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Hypertension, controlled. Refilled his losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 100/25 mg one p.o. q.d. #90.
2. Good nutrition and low-fat diet.
