HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Very mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally, right side worse than left. Oropharyngeal area: Tonsils are 2+ and erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Acute tonsillitis. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 7.5 mL b.i.d. 10 days.

2. Cough. Bromfed DM 5 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n. cough #120 mL.
