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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 35-year-old white female that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of CKD stage II. The main concern was the severe obesity. The patient underwent gastric sleeve surgery and it has been two months since the surgery and the patient has lost 45 pounds and the patient is happy. She has maintained a blood pressure of 110/79. She does not have any side effects. The laboratory workup is unremarkable.

2. The patient has a history of Hashimoto’s thyroiditis that is compensated.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that we have to follow. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient is so far very successful after the surgery and we hope that this patient continues to be on course and maintain losing weight. Reevaluation in four months with laboratory workup.
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
