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Whereas Kiefer Farms, LLC., (an Indiana Limited Liability Corporation), the owner of the below described farmland, located in Knox County, Indiana, desires to lease the same for agricultural purposes, to wit:

Kiefer Farms, LLC., (herein referred to as Landlord) does lease said real estate for agricultural purposes only to Henry W. DeBuisseret (herein referred to as Tenant) for a term of ____________________ years beginning April ____________________ and ending March 31, ____________________

At the end of any such term of this lease, the lease will automatically renew for another term of one year, unless either of the parties gives to the other parties by September 1st of the current year of the lease, written notice of intent not to renew the lease. Once notice of nonrenewal has been given, the Tenant shall do no fall plowing or otherwise prepare for future crops and they only have the right to finish harvesting the crop of the current year.

Tenant shall pay to the landlord an annual rent of ____________________________
________________________________________________________ (plus bonus when an exceptional year) determined by Henry, on October 15th of the current year of rental, and they shall pay the same amount on the 15th day of each October for each year the lease is in effect by renewal. The rental rate is determined by the Purdue Cash Rent. The Tenant may farm and cultivate produce (melons, etc.) on the rented land. Tenant shall pay a greater amount of ____________________ dollars in rent. Due on October 15th of current year and same thereafter on ____________________ may pay any part of, or all of, said rental payment at an earlier date. The rental payment shall bear interest at the rate of 12% per annum, when delinquent. Tenants are jointly and severally responsible for the payment of said rent.
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The tenant shall keep the land in good repair, make all routine maintenance, clean all fallen timber or debris, and mow all fencerows, at their sole expense. Major repairs must be first reported to the Landlord who will solely determine if the same shall be performed. Landlord shall pay for all major repairs or maintenance; however, Tenant shall, free of charge, act as superintendent to the project, to protect Landlord’s best interest.

Tenant shall supply lime, fertilizer, chemicals, seed, labor, fuel and machinery, at their sole expense. Tenants agree to keep the land at the proper pH and lime levels.

Landlord shall pay the taxes on said real estate.

Tenants have fully examined the premises and they are well aware of any latent or patent defects in around the premises and agree to assume responsibility for any liability for damages or injuries incurred by any of them or by a third party or parties from the use of said lease premises, and agree to hold Landlord harmless for legal responsibility of any said occurrence during the term of this lease. This agreement is binding upon the heirs, executors, personal representatives, trustees, guardians, or other legal representatives of both the landlord and the tenants. No mineral rights are leased by this agreement. Tenant agrees to use good husbandry practices. They shall not damage the land; they shall return the land to the Landlord in at least as good a condition as it was when they took possession of the same. Tenants shall place no permanent structures on the real estate.
