This is an 83-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of vascular dementia.

The patient is definitely bedbound. She is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. She has lost weight. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her weight loss is significant and that she lost four more pounds. She eats very little despite her daughter pushing fluids and liquids on her all the time. Her KPS score has declined. She is total ADL dependent. She wears a diaper, eating like a child. Again, weight loss is at least 5 pounds since last recertification. She is confused. She has lost originally 40 pounds in one month but then continues to lose weight. Her dementia is worsening. She is almost nonverbal now and continues to regress and do poorly as far as her end-stage vascular dementia is concerned for the above mentioned reasons. For this reason, the patient most likely has less than six months to live and continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
