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1. BM, 29-year-old with lower abdominal pain and discomfort in the vaginal area. The patient was seen by NP. Urinalysis was negative. Treated with Diflucan. Left message for the patient to call me back.
2. CP, is a 40-year-old with flu-like symptoms left before seen. Left message to call me back.

3. TF, is a 38-year-old with painful wrist. Left before triage. I did get a hold of her. She states she left because everyone from the nurses to the reception was so rude and she did not want to stay.
4. LT, is a 75-year-old with a COVID exposure and symptoms of COVID and fever but no shortness of breath. COVID was positive. No prescriptions given and no x-rays or labs were done. I do not believe we have discussed x-rays with Dr. Maroney.

5. AR, is a 38-year-old woman with left facial pain and earache. The patient was given Toradol and Rocephin for diagnosis of dental caries, lymphadenopathy and neck pain. The patient’s CBC, CMP, CT of the head, CT of the neck and sed rate were all within normal limits. Left message for the patient to call me back.
6. JH, 18-year-old with possible exposure to STD, left before triage and the phone was busy.

7. JP is a 39-year-old presented with high blood pressure and wants to be tested for cancer and history of anxiety. Dr. Maroney did a CBC, cardiac workup, EKG and STD was sent out. No prescriptions were given. The patient states that they were matted me for coming to the emergency room and instead of “going to my clinic,” but they did okay he states. All the blood test and workup was negative nevertheless. No prescriptions were given.
8. WF, is a 79-year-old male with left foot numbness. CBC, CMP, cardiac workup, EKG and chest x-ray within normal limits. The patient has chronic atrial fibrillation diagnosed with neuropathy, rotator cuff tear, chronic renal insufficiency, decubitus ulcer, and anemia. The patient is on peritoneal diagnosis. No prescriptions were given. The patient is on over 30 medications and he states that they told him to go to see a specialist and that is what he is going to do, but he was happy with the care he received.
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9. OC, is a 4-year-old involved in motor vehicle accident, seen by the NP. Exams were negative. No *________* workup were done. Father was happy with the care the patient received.

10. KP, is a 55-year-old lady in a motor vehicle accident hit by garbage truck. Treated with Norco and Norflex. CT of the C-spine and neck were negative. Sent home with Mobic. Left message for the patient to call me back. This patient was seen by NP.

11. DC, is an 8-year-old child with 1.5 cm laceration over her nose. This was closed by the NP. Left message from mother to call back.

12. MG, is a 46-year-old female with cough, headache, sore throat and loss of taste. Positive COVID. Positive cold sores. He was given valacyclovir, but nothing for COVID. No chest x-ray was done. The patient seen by the NP. I do not believe the NP knows about our policy regarding chest x-ray or he has forgotten.

13. AA, 79-year-old woman with redness and itchy eyes, diagnosed with conjunctivitis. Given tobramycin. Blood pressure was 177/64. Pulse was 110. I called her to make sure she was not having any nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain anything inconsistent with closed angle glaucoma, but she states that she is better and she is going to see her primary care doctor regarding her blood pressure. She was happy with the care received.

14. LS, is a 4-year-old child with a sore throat. Diagnosed with strep. Given Bicillin. The mailbox was full.

15. GC, 21-year-old with fever and chills. Positive COVID. No chest x-ray. No medication given. She was happy with the care received.

16. AV, is a 6-year-old with fever, upset stomach, diagnosed with pharyngitis. Negative swabs. Mother was happy with the care received. Doing better.

17. PB, is a 2-year-old child with fever and hives. Negative swab test. Diagnosed with URI. Sent home with no medications. Left message for mother to call back.

18. KR, is a 71-year-old with fever. Blood pressure 159/78. The patient was positive for COVID. Chest x-ray was done on this patient and was given Paxlovid. Chest x-ray was negative.
19. GW, is a 19-year-old with fever, chills, cough, and runny nose. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI and sent home with no medications. The patient was happy with the care received.
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
