HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 92-year-old female. She was admitted to Franklin Care Hospital Center. The patient was complaining of right leg weakness, numbness, and right side facial droop. The patient was evaluated in the emergency room originally on August 16th with right side weakness and numbness as well as facial droop. The patient reported that she woke up okay but after that she was unable to get up because of right leg weakness. No headache. No head trauma. EMS was called they noted facial droop. In the emergency room, she has a right knee pain. Neurology was consulted and CT head was done. CT angio head and neck did not show any evidence of LVO but heavily occluded carotid stenosis bilaterally and accelerated hypertension. Systolic blood pressure was more than 200. UA suggestive of UTI. The patient was admitted for further evaluation of CVA and TIA evaluation. Brain MRI was negative for any acute stroke. Neurology suggested patient has TIA. Neuro endovascular team was consulted because of carotid stenosis. They recommended ultrasound and carotid Doppler prior to discharge. Unfortunately, the patient continued to have
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
