SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup at the nursing rehab. The patient has last week of epigastric discomfort feeling nauseated. We did blood work and urinalysis. The lab reveals patient has UTI because patient was asymptomatic and abdominal discomfort. Urinalysis sent and the labs ordered so urine culture grew Pseudomonas aeruginosa. The patient was started on IV antibiotics. At present, when I saw the patient, she denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. No fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake and alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/54, pulse 73, temperature 98.0, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Labs done yesterday WBC count 5.1, hemoglobin 8.8, hematocrit 28.5, sodium 136, potasium 3.2, chloride 102, BUN 61, creatinine 2.8, and calcium 9.3.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Pseudomonas UTI.

2. History of ambulatory dysfunction and deconditioning.

3. Generalized weakness.

4. History of hypotension requiring midodrine.

5. History of CKD.

6. CHF.

7. History of coronary artery disease.

PLAN: The patient will be maintained on her current medications. I have reviewed all the medications. Pharmacy to adjust dose for cefepime to complete the five days course and hypokalemia supplemented. We will follow up BMP. Care plan discussed with the patient and the nursing staff.
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
