Dear Mrs. Walderzak:

This is a followup for Carl with chronic kidney disease and congenital absence of the left kidney.  Last visit in May.  Unfortunately a diagnosis of lung cancer, incidental finding for evaluation of abdominal pain emergency room Clare, biopsy shows squamous type, he is seeing radiation oncology as well as medical oncology, has seen lung doctor Dr. Yadan who performed the endobronchial biopsy, incidental finding of neck fracture.  He denies any falls and he is not having symptoms.  He has been smoker with a chronic cough, presently no hemoptysis, stable dyspnea.  Weight down from 155 to 136.  Appetite is however is good.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Some nocturia but no infection, cloudiness, blood or incontinence.  Stopped using the oxygen, did not feel any better.  Does use inhalers, no sleep apnea.  No pruritus or skin rash.  No other localizing bone pain.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the nitrates, Norvasc, and Coreg.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 140/70 on the left-sided, evidence of weight loss.  Looks older than his age.  There is diffuse emphysema, increase of the anteroposterior diameter.  No localized pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia, appears regular and distant.  Abdomen not distended or ascites.  No gross edema.  No focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 2.47 stable for the last three years, GFR 25 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes, mild increase of potassium and metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.9.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No gross progression.  No indication for dialysis.
2. Congenital absence of the left kidney.
3. Blood pressure in the office acceptable.
4. Lung cancer squamous type, treatment as indicated above.
5. Anemia without external bleeding.  No indication for EPO.
6. Physical findings of emphysema.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Emotional support provided.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
