Dear Dr. Khabir:

This is a followup for Mrs. Gillespie with chronic kidney disease from obstructive uropathy, bladder cancer, ileal conduit, and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Follows University of Michigan urology/oncology.  No change of weight or appetite.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Takes iron pill makes it darker and some degree of constipation.  Comes in a wheelchair, has an indwelling catheter, urine always cloudy without infection, no cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Denies dyspnea.  Has received intravenous iron at University, apparently also Aranesp.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Remains on bicarbonate replacements and Lasix.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 156/72, weight 224, obesity.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.   No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Chronic edema 2+ left more than right, but no active cellulitis, no ulcers.

Labs:  Chemistries from August, creatinine 2.2 she has been as high as 2.9, numbers for the most part stable the last 23 years.  Normal sodium potassium and acid base.  Present GFR 24 stage IV, low normal albumin, corrected calcium low side.  Liver function test not elevated.  There is pancytopenia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, obstructive uropathy for the most part is stable, no symptoms, no dialysis.
2. Bladder cancer metastatic, on immunotherapy Keytrude.

3. Pancytopenia followed by University of Michigan, has received intravenous iron and EPO, of course that will help the hemoglobin but not platelets or white blood cells.

4. Chronic lower extremity edema without evidence of CHF.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
