Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Gilbert comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. He states that he cannot read nor avoid hazards in his environment because of the low vision. He does not have a work history. He states that he has required very strong glasses since a very young age. He has a diagnosis of glaucoma, having gone to the Kresge Eye Institute many years ago. He states that he was put on eye drops, but has not used them for several years. He denies eye surgery. He denies eye trauma. He does not take systemic medications.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is count fingers only on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –19.00 –2.00 x 040 on the right and –17.25 –1.50 x 135 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/800 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 32 on the right and 34 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. There are no cataracts. The fundus examination shows bilateral posterior pole staphylomas. The optic nerve heads have total peri-papillary atrophy. The cups are not discernible. There is significant atrophy in the maculae. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with borderline reliability shows the absence of a visual field on both sides. When we re-measure it with a V4e stimulus, it continues to show an absence of a visual field. He states that he cannot see the stimulus.
Assessment:
1. Pathological myopia.

2. Glaucoma.

Mr. Gilbert has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of glaucoma. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small nor moderate size print, avoid hazards in his environment, nor use a computer. His prognosis is poor.
