HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old female patient with complaint of some nausea and vomiting which started. She only want recurrent from that. She has minor sore throat. No other issues. No body aches. No cough. No fevers. Once again, no other issues. She does have sister that has stomach virus at this point. She has similar symptoms as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking. She lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/52. Pulse 90. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 96 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Ears are all within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. 
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and are within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Stomach virus and nausea. The patient will receive Zofran 4 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon p.o. b.i.d. x3 days as needed p.r.n. medication. She is going to drink plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if needed.
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
