ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/66. Pulse 104. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 97%. Heart rate was 104 in the room, it has dropped to more of a normal rate of mid 80s.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and all within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Stomach virus for diagnosis and nausea. The patient will be given Zofran 4 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for a couple of days if needed #30 mL, plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
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
