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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage II. The patient remains with a serum creatinine that was 0.77. This was a collection on 08/16/2023 and the estimated GFR remains at 80. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is still consistent with less than a gram in 24 hours, however, we know that this is a determination that is done in the presence of a very busy urinalysis that has been positive for bacteria, leukocyte esterase and there is hematuria and a cloudy appearance. This is a chronic problem and the patient is asymtomatic and has not changed for a long time. We are going to continue with the same approach.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under control.

3. The patient has factor V Leiden mutation that is on warfarin.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The primary care physician is following the thyroid.

5. The patient has history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today is 150/80 and has been under control. Body weight remains stable. At the present time, we are going to continue with the same approach. I am going to reevaluate in eight months with laboratory workup.
