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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 93-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has right solitary kidney. The left kidney was removed due to the low-grade papillary urothelial carcinoma with evidence of focal segmental glomerulosclerosis in the resected kidney. The patient is followed at the Moffitt Cancer Center. He has been in very stable condition. At the present time, in the laboratory workup done on 08/16/2023, the serum creatinine remains to be 1.7, the estimated GFR 35 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is within normal limits. The urine is clear.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure reading today is 136/84.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Vitamin D on supplementation.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

6. BPH that is asymptomatic.

We have spent 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
