A:
Recent fall, Alzheimer’s dementia, dyspepsia, chronic shoulder dislocation, and anxiety with mood disorder.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  We will do x-ray of her shoulder.  The patient’s family would like her to start using her arm as they do not want her to have sling anymore.  It was decided not to have any surgery by her orthopedics because of her advanced Alzheimer’s dementia for recurrent shoulder dislocation.  We will have psychiatry see her and manage psychotropics.
