Dear Dr. Rivas:

Thank you for referring Mr. Ramon Jimenez for infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient has history of syphilis with recent diagnosis of positive RPR and positive FTA-ABS. At this time, the patient is asymptomatic. He denies any recent sexual activity. He states that he was treated for syphilis many many years ago when he is back in his country. His last recent activity was over one year ago possibly longer.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and low back pain.

SOCIAL HISTORY He does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No allergies to medications. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Awake, alert and oriented 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 18.
HEENT: Head: Normocephalic and atraumatic. Ears: Normal. Nose: Normal. Throat: Normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2. 
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ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: Within normal limits.
GENITALIA: Within normal limits.

LABS: Reviewed.

IMPRESSION: Syphilis latent, cannot be ruled out due to insufficient patient’s history. The patient refused hospital admission for lumbar puncture. This time he is agreeable to obtain three benzathine penicillin injections on a weekly basis. He will be given a prescription for benzathine penicillin. He will need followup blood work on a quarterly basis for at least one year to include HIV testing. He should also have followup RPR at that time.
