EVANS, BETTY
Ms. Evans is an 89-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of breast cancer. She has right upper outer quadrant breast cancer causing both acute and chronic pain. The patient has also metastasis to the liver as well as bone marrow causing severe anemia. The patient is confused, has had decreased mentation, has lost tremendous amount of weight, sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day. She is bedbound. She is total ADL dependent. She currently lives in a facility, Park Manor, requires 24-hour assistance and supervision and care. She has a KPS score of 40%. No longer able to ambulate, she is bedbound, as I said, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient requires position changes every two hours to reduce pressure on the bony areas. Because of decreased appetite, she has had greater than 10 pounds of weight loss since last certification. She eats with child like portions and is expected to do very poorly, most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
