Ms. Santos is a 93-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient is 93 years old. The patient is requiring oxygen now because of hypoventilation. She has history of urinary tract infection. No longer able to ambulate. She sleeps majority of the day 16 to 18 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She eats very little. She is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires turning every two hours. She has lost 20 pounds over the past few months. She continues to lose weight. She currently weighs less than 100 pounds. She weighed 105 pounds two months ago. She is at high risk of fall, but when she ambulates because of her confused mentation and confused state, she would like to get out of bed and crawl over the rails. The patient lives with the daughter Sylvia who is her primary caregiver. She continues to worsen as far as her cognition and her Lewy body dementia is concerned and is expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live. Hence, she continues to remain hospice appropriate at this time.
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
