SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today for followup. He still has a weakness right arm, right leg, and right wrist drop present. He was advised to have right wrist splint but he said it was taken off. He denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, cough, or congestion.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Right arm weakness, right wrist drop, and right leg minimal swelling.

Neuro: No syncope. Right side weakness reported.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/88, pulse 86, temperature 98.1, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right wrist drop and right leg has some edema compare to the left.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, oriented x3, and right side weakness present.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has admitted status post cervical spine surgery because of severe cervical cord syndrome and cervical spine stenosis.
2. Alcohol abuse.
3. Substance abuse.
4. Status post C3-C4 fusion.
5. Leukocytosis.
6. Hypertension.
7. History of heart block Mobitz type I currently stable.
8. COPD.
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PLAN: The patient will be maintained on his current medication. He does have a leukocytosis but at this point there is no clear evidence of infection. Care plan discussed with the patient with the nursing staff. Physical and occupational therapy and fall precautions.
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
