Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake and alert. He does have memory impairment.

LABS: Urinalysis did show WBC in the urine 60. Urinalysis is positive and leukocyte esterase is large.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has dysuria with UTI and symptomatic.

2. Cystitis.

3. Hypertension.

4. History of spinal stenosis.

5. History of anxiety and depression.

PLAN: The patient was started on cranberry capsule has been taking it because he is symptomatic and cystitis. I will start patient on Bactrim DS one tablet twice a day for three days and reevaluate.
