The patient presents with complaints of welts allover his body for the past few days, unknown cause. He states he has had some in the past. He states he recently had a pool tournament that they won just last night. He states he has had some problems since having type A and B flu together as well as two strains of COVID with reaction to cefdinir. He continues to take blood pressure medication and changed his medication back to his prior medication because he thought medication was causing some trouble.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Faint urticarial type eruption on trunk and extremities. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Urticarial reaction, unknown agent, history of hypertension with good control.
PLAN: The patient was given dexamethasone 8 units in the office with prescription of Medrol Dosepak with refill of his blood pressure medication. Return for routine care.
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
