The patient presents with pruritic lesions in the upper chest and back for the past three days without known bites or exposure to insects. Lesions described as being extremely pruritic.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted scattered small white pustular type lesions measuring approximately 4 mm on the upper chest and back. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Apparent folliculitis and possible insect bite.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection for dexamethasone 8 mg and a prescription for Medrol Dosepak with a prescription for Bactrim with instructions to return, if lesions recur or do not resolve, for consideration of other treatments including pediculosis.
