Ms. Perry is an 81-year-old woman on hospice with diagnosis of Lewy body dementia, cor pulmonale, decreased appetite, and weight loss. The patient lives in a group home owned by her niece Melissa. I spoke to Melissa as well as Anita her daughter regarding her care. The patient is on oxygen and respiratory treatment. In the past four to six weeks, she has lost about 5 pounds. Her appetite has been down. She is very shaky despite rinsing her mouth and drinking water after her breathing treatment. She is on oxygen 2-3L, high risk of falls, and increased confusion. No longer oriented to person, place or time. She has a KPS score of 40%. She continues to decline as far as her mental capacity regarding the Lewy body dementia as well as her worsening COPD and other comorbidities which include weight loss, sundowner syndrome, agitation and constipation. The patient is expected to do poorly most likely has less than six months to live.
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
