The patient with complaints of sore throat for the past three weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seen in the emergency room three months ago with abdominal pain without CT, told was okay with clearing. She complains of menorrhagia. They want to see an OB-GYN doctor.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Described stress with school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has a history of indigestion, taking over-the-counter medications with limited benefit.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation and erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
PLAN: Because of persistent pharyngitis, the patient was given a prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Also, with history of bullying at school, mother in contact with teachers, felt it could be a contributing factor to abdominal complaints. The patient also with complaints of dysmenorrhea, to follow up with OB-GYN when she can get into see one. Also, to follow up with primary care doctor as needed and here if not able to get into see him.
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
