Mrs. Rodriguez is a 65-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of a thyroid function studies. She has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease stage III, GERD, stomach ulcers, rheumatoid arthritis, depression, sleep apnea, and she goes to pain management. She has a history of bladder stones and cyst in her pancreas. She reports symptoms of dry skin. She has atrial fibrillation and hair that is thinning.

Plan:

1. For her evaluation of her thyroid function study, she was noted to have a suppressed TSH 0.01, free T1 1.4, and free T3 of 2.6. Her TSH is suppressed however her T4 and free T3 level are within normal limits. At this point, I would recommend monitoring these labs and rechecking her thyroid function study prior her placing her on any thyroid hormone suppressive therapy.

2. I will also order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. I will plan to see patient in four to six weeks for followup and review the results with thyroid function studies and her thyroid ultrasound during her followup visit.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, we will check her current lipid panel.

6. For her GERD, she takes pantoprazole 40 mg daily.

7. For her history of atrial fibrillation, she is currently on Eliquis and will be following the cardiologist. Today, the patient is in sinus rhythm.

8. For rheumatoid arthritis, I recommend followup with rheumatologist.
