Ms. Smith is a 37-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding primary hyperparathyroidism. She was diagnosed with primary hyperparathyroidism in May 2023 at that time her calcium was noted to be elevated 10.9 a month later and her PTH was checked it was 70.6. She also has a history of anxiety/eczema. She also reports a strong family history of Rheumatoid arthritis and Factor V disorder. The patient is pending seeing a rheumatologist. She reports joint pain. Denies any abdominal pain. Denies any changes in her memory. She reports palpitations, dry skin, fatigue, weight fluctuation, hair loss, or mood swing. Denies any history of any kidney stones.

Plan:

1. For her hypercalcemia, they seem to be related to primary hyperparathyroidism. She has two calcium levels were elevated at 10.9 and other reading at 10.6 and she also has PTH, which is 70.6. At this point, my recommendation is to get confirmatory testing, which would include the calcium level as well as poor reading PTH level. At the same time, we will plan on referring the patient to Dr. Norman and his team for evaluation for a parathyroidectomy in Tampa.

2. The patient has a family history of rheumatoid arthritis and she is pending rheumatology appointment. She reports symptoms of bone pain.
