CHIEF COMPLAINT: Rib pain left side, right knee pain, left elbow pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 56-year-old gentleman who has driven 18-wheeler for 25 years with no accident. On 08/10/2023, he was taking an exit of I-10 in Louisiana and his truck turned over; the cops told him, “don’t worry, we have had accidents here with trucks turning over and slipping on their side almost on a monthly basis.”
He was complaining of pain in the right knee, left elbow, and left rib side, but that now has all completely resolved and he is ready to go back to work.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy, eye surgery.

MEDICATIONS: He is not taking any medication at this time.

ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not use drugs. He does not drink. He does not smoke.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is alert. He is awake. He is not having any right knee pain, left elbow pain, or rib pain. He is able to move around.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 215 pounds, oxygenation 96%, temperature 98.4, respirations 16, pulse 70, and blood pressure 148/84.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

Examination of the knee, elbows bilaterally, and ribs on both sides are completely within normal limits.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Right knee pain, resolved.

2. Right knee sprain, resolved.

3. Left elbow sprain, resolved.

4. Left rib pain, resolved.

5. Return to work on 08/27. No complications regarding his injury.
