13. No sign of PVD found.

14. Kidneys are within normal limits on both sides.

15. No evidence of renal artery stenosis noted.

16. Thyroid looks normal.

17. Prostate within normal limits for his age.

18. The leg pain in the lower extremity again shows no evidence of DVT, most likely related to his viral illness at this time.

19. Echocardiogram is within normal limits with no sign of right ventricular hypertrophy.

20. Carotid stenosis is minimal.
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
