YAKIN, BERYL
This is a 95-year-old lady who has been on hospice because of pulmonary embolism and chronic shortness of breath. Her other comorbidities include CVA, pulmonary embolus as I mentioned, confusion she is only oriented to person now. The patient had a pulmonary embolus 2019 after her stroke which has left her in a very disabled condition. In the past few months, the patient has lost weight. He has quit eating, but few bites at a time. He has become total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinence. He has had increased confusion to where she is only oriented to person. She has a KPS score of 40%. She requires assistance with any type of movement spending about 16 to 18 hours a day in bed. The patient requires position changing every two hours to keep pressure off bony areas. Decreased appetite and severe weakness and chronic shortness of breath makes the patient a candidate for hospice and the fact that she has most likely less than six months to live will allow us to continue certifying her for hospice care at this time.
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
