Terry is an 85-year-old gentleman with history of vascular dementia. He also suffers from systemic atrophy primary effecting central nervous system, anxiety, atherosclerotic heart disease, and symptoms of angina pectoris. The patient is only oriented x1. Last certification, the patient has become more confused, basically nonresponsive. The patient was oriented in the past time to person only since his last certification. The patient is now becoming nonresponsive. This only pebbles and responsive to be in pain. The patient has been becoming more and more confused with memory loss in the past few weeks to the point that now he is nonverbal. He sleeps majority of the day. He has a KPS score of 50% requires assistance to move about in bed and to move every two hours to keep pressures off the bony areas. The patient is eating very little. He has protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss of 3.5 pounds along with muscle wasting. The patient is expected to do poorly and remains hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
