CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for left lacrimal duct obstruction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had draining tube in the left lacrimal duct, which came off few days ago after that the patient was seen by ophthalmologist they tried to put in and was not successful. The patient was then scheduled for insertion of the lacrimal duct stent under general anesthesia and this is going to perform at Loyola University Medical Center.
The patient stated that there is some irritation in the eye on and off and she is using eye drops.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, back pain or muscular pain, skin rashes, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis and she is on Zegerid 20/160 mg packet mix in the water to be taken everyday.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation and the patient had dog bite.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her two daughters. The patient currently works as a secretary. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
The patient is up-to-date on all the vaccinations.

ALLERGIES: The patient is allergic to penicillin, cephalosporin, nitrofurantoin, and sulfa drugs.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals hyperpigmentation of the skin of the lower eyelid, but there is no conjunctival redness.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

There is no suprapubic tenderness.
Musculoskeletal examination is within normal limits.
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
