CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with heartburn.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he had CT scan of the abdomen and he was seen by emergency room. At that time, the patient was told that he has small hiatal hernia.
The patient stated that he gets acid reflux and in the nighttime the patient sometimes vomit, but he never had any choking sensation.
