The patient presents with history of swelling “blister” left inner cheek last night, cleared today with complaints of pain in left lower molar area and also pain on the right side as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful other than recent dental work, caps on several decayed teeth.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ tenderness to left upper molar and 1+ tenderness to right upper molar as well with no definite evidence of parotid gland obstruction at this time. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Possible early dental abscess with possible partial obstruction, left parotid duct.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin, to follow up with his dentist and pediatrician with possible ENT referral.
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
