The patient is here for refill of blood pressure medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of moderate auditory hallucinations with hospitalization in psych hospital for 12 days x2 over a month ago, now questionable two psychiatric medications, not certain names, doing better with clearing of auditory hallucinations and manic behavior. Told that he had manic depressive disorder with psychotic episodes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Affect somewhat guarded, but appropriate. No evidence of visual or auditory hallucinations. No evidence of thought disorder.

PLAN: At this point, the patient’s medications were refilled, with followup with psychiatrist and routine care here for blood pressure medications. Referred to podiatrist for a bad nail infection; it has been there for sometime, asking for treatment. To see psychiatrist at the Berkeley Center in Houston where he has been seen much before, before being referred to Kingwood Pines Psychiatric Hospital.
