He was sent home with the following medications. Mobic 50 mg one p.o. q.a.m. for 30 days, he is advised to wait at least two hours before he takes gabapentin 300 mg one p.o. t.i.d. 14 days #40. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
