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PLAN: Urine drug screen was done in the clinic toady. Urine drug screen was positive for Suboxone and THC. The patient and I had a discussion about THC. She stated that she works at a bakeshop and vape something and she thinks that is why THC may have come from. We had a lengthy discussion about the requirements of the program. She was reminded about the contract. She will be seen in 14 days for the next two visits and if she continues to be positive, I will refer her for evaluation by a psychiatrist for substance abuse. She will return in two weeks. Her medication was refilled today Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film she will take one film SL b.i.d. for 15 days #30, no refills. She was given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none.
