CC: Leg sore.

HPI: The patient is a 99-year-old female seen in room on the phone with family sitting in her wheelchair that she propels. I have seen her as she had somehow when staff was assisting her getting out of her wheelchair to be put into bed that her left leg caught a piece of metal on her wheelchair and she has a wound thereafter. She states that it has been about a week. She denies pain, but she scared. She cannot really see what it looks like and I reassured her that we would look at it and figure out what needed to be done. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has generalized sarcopenia. Exam of her left leg the lower portion lateral aspect there is a coin shaped sore that has dryness in the center. There is like flesh evident with dryness around. There is no surrounding redness or warmth. Mild tenderness to palpation and it was just covered with a simple Band-Aid, which had no evidence of drainage.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient asked appropriate questions about her wound and she told me that she was scared and asked me to not hold anything back from her. I told her that I was going to give her antibiotic just to be safe not because it looked frightening and that we would get wound care people to address it and she is okay with that. When asked about pain, she denied having any significance.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Left lower leg wound. There is open area unsure how long it has been there. I am going to err on the side of safety and treat her with antibiotic. We will do Augmentin 500/125 mg one p.o. q.8. x 1 week and Previse Wound Care to evaluate and follow patient.
